In 2010 Eagan celebrates its 150th birthday and the volunteer 
fire department is nearly 50 years old.  We feel it’s time to 
recognize the men and women who have been our dedicated 
public servants for so many years.  We hope you will join us. 
 
The City of Eagan has provided a site for the plaza that will be 
located in Central Park near the festival grounds and bandshell.  A concept design by landscaper John Hulburt is being 
refined and finalized by our Eagan parks department under the direction of Director Juli Seydell Johnson and 
Superintendent Paul Olson.
