places. He is also descendant
of William Holz who was the

blacksmith when Eagan

became a township in 1860.
Don is the lead volunteer for

Friends of the Farm and
dedicates many hours to
preservation of the farm its
buildings and sharing about

life on the farm in the 1940’s.
